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On Your Way to a Beautiful New Gold Crown

Congratulations! You have just had one or more teeth prepared for Gold Restorations. Your new crowns will
be constructed with a material designed to restore teeth as close as possible to their natural state. These crowns
mimic your own tooth’s shape and strength. More importantly, gold is very durable for patients that have
tendencies to brux (grind their teeth).

Your new tooth will be ready to bond into place at your next appointment. Your new crown restoration is being
custom made on a stone replica of your mouth made from the impression that we took of your prepared teeth.
We will match the shape, size of your surrounding teeth unless we have previously decided to alter its
appearance.

There are a few important things you need to know about the next few days before we bond your final
restoration:

Your tooth or teeth have just been treated.

After any treatment, teeth that may never have had any discomfort may begin to bother you. Removing old
restorations and removing decay can cause the tooth’s nerve to act up. The lack of pain prior to treatment is not
an indication of any decay, it is an indication that the tooth has not abscessed yet.

Whenever a tooth has treatment some bruising may take place in the live part of the tooth called the Dental
Pulp. This Pulp contains nerve fibers that can get irritated by the bruising. Bruising can make the tooth’s nerve
fibers touchier to changes of temperature in the mouth. You may experience some sensitivity while wearing the
temporary crown. Be careful with cold fluids and food on the prepared tooth during this period. Please call us
if you are having any problems with the sensitivity.

There are Temporary Restorations on your prepared teeth.

To keep your tooth comfortable until you receive your restoration we placed a temporary restoration in or on the
prepared teeth. Please refer to the attached sheet dealing with temporary restorations.

What will happen at the next appointment?

When you return for your next appointment your new crown restoration will be waiting for you. Depending
how sensitive your tooth is, you may need to be numb. We fit your crown, check any contacts with other teeth
and take an x-ray to confirm a good fit. We then bond the restoration to your tooth. When we are done your
tooth will be stronger and ready to use for years of chewing.
